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2006 Voter Guide – 3rd Congressional District

NJ Citizen Action surveyed the incumbent Congressional Representative and challengers vying to represent NJ’s 3rd  Congressional District in the US House of Representatives.  We asked them about and researched their specific commitments and positions regarding issues that are important to our members.  Candidates were mailed surveys, (both regular and electronically, where available), and were contacted by phone requesting their responses. Democratic candidate Richard Sexton completed the survey, incumbent Republican candidate Jim Saxton did not.  Candidate positions that were researched are cited as such and those marked “No Response” indicate that the candidate did not answer and/or that NJCA was unable to determine their stance based on our research efforts.

	• Social & Family Security
	
	

	I □ support □ oppose privatizing social security, including replacing Social Security’s guaranteed benefits with private investment accounts.  I □ support □ oppose diverting Social Security tax revenues to private accounts.
